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The COVID-19 Emergency Assistance fund helps with education-related 
expenses associated with the disruption of campus operations due 
to COVID-19.

An enrolled student is defined as a student who has signed the 
enrollment agreement and has started instruction in the GIA U.S.-
based on campus Title IV approved Program; Graduate Gemologist 
Program (GG), Graduate Jeweler Program (GJ), Jewelry Design & 
Technology Program (JDT) or Non-Title IV approved and accredited by 
ACCSC program; Graduate Diamond Program (GD), Graduate Colored 
Stones Program (GCS), Jewelry Design (JD) or Comprehensive CAD/ 
CAM for Jewelry (CCC).  For Carlsbad Campus, student who signed the 
enrollment agreement; has started instruction and not yet graduated 
as of 03/16/2020 or after; For New York Campus, student who signed 
the enrollment agreement; has started instruction or after and not yet 
graduated as of 03/12/2020 are consider as “enrolled” student.
